the shop. After 

two days of setup, the saw was ready 

to begin cutting the steel for the pro-

totype of the newly designed trams.  

The backbone of the new trams is 

a steel tube twenty two feet long, six 

inches square with one half inch 

walls. This new tool allowed us to cut 

through the heavy tubing in about

ful fundraising efforts by the EAA 

national organization, our chapter 

can redeem credits with a cash value 

for your efforts flying Young Eagles.  

Each credit is worth $5 and the 

money can be put towards EAA Air 

Academy summer camp scholarships 

or used to reimburse chapters for 

expenses directly associated with the 

promotion, enhancement and execu-

tion of their local Young Eagles activi-

ties. 

Pilots who fly and register 10 or 

more Young Eagles in the prior calen-

dar year are awarded one credit for 

each flight.  

EAA will issue a single voucher 

containing the total credits earned by

Credits expire on 12/31 the fol-

lowing year and expenses must be 

incurred before the expiration date to 

be eligible for reimbursement. Un-

used credits will be returned to the 

EAA general fund for use in future 

years. 

More than $95,000 in Young Ea-

gles credit was redeemed by chapters 

and members during 2009. 

Pilots not associated with an EAA 

Chapter can also earn credits but they 

are issued a credit letter. Individual 

pilots can use the credits to help send 

a child to the Air Academy, or return 

the credits to EAA.  

Individual pilots cannot partici-

pate directly in the cash reimburse-

ment program, however, they may 

gift their credits to an EAA Chapter,
