Paper Pilot Certificates Expire

I f you haven’t
ol d paper pilot’s

new plastic version, take note: on
March 31, 2010 your paper certificate
will expire.

The rule requiring pilots and air-
men to switch from paper to plastic

was introduced on February 28, 2008,
primarily to make the certificates

y ¢more counterfeit resistant.

If you happen to miss the dead-
line you will not be permitted to exer-
cise the privileges of your certificate
until you receive your plastic certifi-
cate, but you will not be required to
take another checkride to acquire one.

FAR 61.19(h) reads: Duration of pilot certificates
Except for a temporary certificate issued un-

der861.17 or a student pilot certificate issued under
paragraph (b) of this section, the holder of a pape
pilot certificate issued under this part may not
i egercise the privileges of that certificate after March
31, 2010.
