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ever, we chose a hotel in town and
caught a ride with a neighborly pilot
who used to live in Chicago.

After 30 min-
utes of trying to get above or around
the weather we decided to fly VFR
through the wide valleys. A GPS
with terrain comes in handy in these
types of situations. Visibility was
good with a little light snow on and
off and spectacular mountain views.

The Boise Approach controllers
were very friendly and they gave us
flight following to Nampa (KMAN,
formerly S67) pointing out traffic in
the pattern, which turned out to be a
P51 Mustang, P40 Warhawk and a
T6 Texan.

Nampa Municipal Airport was a
great general aviation airport with a
nice restaurant. We enjoyed an awe-
some lunch with numerous delicious
tater tots at the Blue Sky Cafe. The
second floor establishment is perfect
for watching the many types of air-
craft that frequent the traffic pattern.

| think any pilot would like the
Boise area, especially taildragger pi-
lots flying to the back country moun-
tain grass strips. | recommend using
flight following in the Boise area due
to skydiving activity.

Our next stop was Salem, OR.
We had a mostly smooth flight at
12,500 and 14,500 with some occa-
sional periods of moderate turbu-
lence, but the view more than made
up for the bumps. IFR let down past
the Cascades into Salem, and we

couldn't believe how green the Wil-
lamette Valley was. Salem Aviation
at McNary Field Airport (KSLE) was
the best place to park; great service
and nice people. They were not very
busy at this airport and they have no
scheduled air service. The airport
terminal was being used for a wed-
ding reception when we arrived!

We stayed two nights in Salem
and | liked it so much | could live
there. It is just the right size and has
nice mountain views. | could live
near Boise too. Ann Marie had quilt
shops staked out at all our stops, and
she finally got to spend some time
and money in a shop in downtown
Salem. | passed the many hours
waiting by walking along the Wil-
lamette River in the city park and
scoping out the many downtown
restaurants. We visited an art mu-
seum and that made me want to test
some local micro brews, which we
did.

We were up early the next morn-
ing and the good weather allowed us
to fly VFR all the way to Steamboat
Springs, CO. Approaching Boise we
checked in for some friendly radar
service and landed in Burley, ID, for
a logistical fuel stop. We had to fly
up the valley at 9500 feet into Steam-
boat Springs (KSBS) which has a
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field elevation of 6,882 feet.

The FBO at Steamboat is great
with a curious and friendly cat mas-
cot with a history as a stowaway. We
took a short cab ride to the Rabbit
Ears Motel, had a nice dinner and a
window shopping stroll downtown.
We were there off peak so rooms
were available for walk ups at rea-
sonable rates. Most of this trip was
done ad-hoc because our specific des-
tinations were based on the weather.

We passed over some awesome
mountain terrain the next day with
cloudless 10Gmile plus visibility, 190
-knot ground speed at 13,500 and a
short span at 15,500 to give a little
cushion over the ridge north of Den-
ver. There are lower passes, but we
didn't want to get that low in the tur-
bulence.

Our next stop was Paola, KS, for
fuel and BBQ. It was on this leg that
Ann Marie mandated 3-hour maxi-
mum legs for the future, due to my
weak bladder and an hour of com-
plaints while trying to hold it.

At Miami County Airport (K81),

the BBQ was pretty good, the fuel
prices were low and the runway was
as smooth as glass.

After lunch Ann Marie helped
me figure out how to work the self -
serve fuel pumps (she is much
smarter than me) and then we
headed home. | checked in with Kan-
sas City Center to get an IFR climb
clearance to get above the turbulence
and was cleared direct Galt field at
11,000, so | just stayed on the IFR
clearance.

When we landed we were met
by the friendly faces of Justin, Brian
and Dan, and they helped us push
the Mooney into the hangar.

What a great trip; 26 hours of
flying in five days. | hope | never tire
of it. We have some great pictures
and even better memories. And the
best part is Ann Marie will still go on
another trip!

FAA Issues New Runway Crossing

The FAA Air Traffic Organization
Office of Runway Safety has issued a
new directive concerning runway
crossing procedures.

Effective June 30, 2010, air traffic

controllers will be required to issue
explicit instructions to cross or hold
short of each runway that intersects a
taxi route. Instructions to cross multi-
ple runways will no longer be issued.

The EAA estimates the cost of
earning a sport pilot certificate at

An aircraft or vehicle must have
crossed the previous runway before
another runway crossing is issued.
This ruling applies to any runway,
including inactive or closed runways.

Pilots are advised to never cross a
hold line without explicit ATC instruc-
tions. Reminder: You may not enter a
runway unlessyou have been:
