In April we launched our new
Galt Airport Young Eagles page on
the popular social networking web-
site, Facebook.

At the April EAA 932 Chapter
meeting, a few questions and con-
cerns were raised about using Face-
book to post photographs of Young
Eagle Rallies.

One key area of concern was
whether it is legal to post pictures of
minors on a publically available
Internet site. Through my research I
learned that photographs are the
property of the photographer and a
subject’s agreeme
quired to use it for any purpose, in-
cluding posting on any website.

Rather surprisingly, there are no
laws that require a parent or guard-
ian’'s permission
