Larry’s Mooney Make Over

I've owned my 1965 Mooney
M20E for almost four years. I really
like my airplane and spend a lot of
time at Galt cleaning and sprucing up
good old 96Q. (Just ask my wife Ann
Marie.)

One thing bugged me from day
one though; an ugly yet serviceable
interior. Being a thrifty (cheap) pilot I
needed a better reason than ugly to
replace my interior. So a little over a
year ago I was actually quite happy
to notice some fraying and tearing of
the pilot seat.

Reason enough, let the games be-
gin.

I decided to order my interior
through  Airtex Products Inc.
(www.airtexinteriors.com) because I
have been reading their advertise-
ment in Trade-a-Plane for years.

The first thing I did was order the
fabric sampler. For five dollars Airtex
will send you a nice fabric selection
guide brochure so you can see and
feel exactly what will be going in your

airplane.
Next, I had to decide if I wanted
to do just the seats or add carpet,

headliner and wall panels too. I de-
cided to replace the front and rear
seats, welt seals, carpet and wall pan-
els. Airtex lists the pricing for all of
the above on their web site.

I sprung for the extra durable fab-
ric and new ergonomic foam for the
seats. I opted not to reuse the old
foam because it smelled bad, had lost
its firmness, and may have had mold.

Airtex advises you to send photos
of the old interior when you place
your order to ensure they have the
correct details of the seating arrange-

ments for your particular airplane.

When you receive your order you
should check it out right away even if
you aren't starting work for a while
because any discrepancies can be cor-
rected before you get the plane torn
apart. (I wish I would have done this.)
The folks at Airtex (Dodd Stretch)
treated me great when I had an issue
with the back seat.

I didn’t need any special tools for
this work, just the usual screwdrivers,
pliers and wrenches I use on my
owner assisted annuals. Plus a utility
knife, compact drill and an awl to
help locate holes.

You definitely need a good work
light source such as a fluorescent
work light I use made by Chicago
Electric Power Tools.

I learned some valuable lessons
during this experience, such as don't
try to work in the cold; the fabric is
harder to fit and your numb fingers
can't hold the finishing screws.

Dry fit everything first, just to
make sure before you glue or drill any

holes and completely remove old
foam to ease the installation process.

Spray fabric adhesive (3M) is eas-
ier to use than the brush on kind and
you can still make adjustments after
you tack it down, just do it quickly!

Stainless steel hardware works
best for the trim work because regular
steel will eventually rust and discolor
the fabric, vinyl or plastic interior
parts.

Some items, like carpet and wall
panels may need trimming, measure
three times before trimming anything.

This project was a lot of work and
very time consuming, It took me at
least two full weekends to complete.
If you are considering doing this for
your airplane I suggest you multiply
your time estimate by three!

When finished though the result
was very rewarding and I saved my-
self some cash; maybe as much as
$2,000. Plus when I am out flying
with my beautiful new interior, it
takes my mind off my faded paint job!
[Uh oh, sounds like another project is
in the works! - Ed]

If your airplane has an ugly inte-
rior but you are not willing to take on
this project yourself, you can still save
some money and many hours of hard
work. Have Brian Spiro down at Galt
Maintenance give you a quote for the
install, and purchase what you want
from Airtex. Brian and Bob just com-
pleted a full interior on a Cessna 182
RG and it looks great.

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FAA WINGS Progrum A Fresh Look

For all you Old Timers, you may
remember the WINGS Program of the
past being very dry, dull and boring.
The flying part was fun, but the lec-
tures you had to sit through were not.

I remember listening to a certain
GADO (old time FSDO) employee’s
monotone report, “thegeneralavition
accidentrateforthetimeperiodbeging-
thritydaysagotothetimeperiodsixtyda
ysagowasfourpercenthight....... ” That
alone was enough to put anyone to
sleep.

I am happy to report that this pro-
gram has been completely revamped.
The original WINGS program ended
on December 31, 2007 and was re-
placed with a new program from the
FAA Safety Team (FAAST).

For you new comers to the pilot
ranks, let me introduce you to an out-
standing program offered by the
FAA: The WINGS—Pilot Proficiency
Program. WINGS is based on the
premise that pilots who maintain cur-
rency and proficiency will enjoy a
safer and more stress-free flying ex-
perience.

When we get a new license or
rating, we are the Ace of the Base. We
know every regulation, and can per-
form each flying task with great preci-
sion. Unfortunately, as time goes by,
we forget a little here, get a little rusty
there, and are no longer the Aces we
once were.

WINGS is designed through
seminars, webinars, online courses,
and practical flight training to keep us
all proficient, up on the regs, and re-
turn us to that Ace category we all
strive for.

WINGS consists of three different
levels: Basic, Advanced, and Master.
Within these levels are various phases
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Avemco Insurance Company sponsors
the FAA’s WINGS Pilot Proficiency
Program by supplying lapel pins to
pilots who complete the program.

consisting of two to three, one hour
knowledge requirements and two to
three, one hour flight requirements.

The course catalog for the knowl-
edge requirements is quite vast; One
can choose from topics like Aircraft
Operation, Airspace, Airworthiness,
Standards and Regulations, Weather,
Safety Tools, and, my favorite Human
Factors, just to name a few.

I counted 288 different courses
available, and most of them are FREE!

The flight requirements pretty
much are taken directly from the
Practical Test Standards (PTS). For
example a one-hour flight session
with an instructor might consist of
takeoff, landings, and go-arounds, or
slow flight, stalls, and basic instru-
ment work, airport operations, ad-
vanced instrument work, instrument
approaches, or holding.

The new WINGS program puts
emphasis on the correct performance
of maneuvers rather than stipulating

a minimum flight duration.

The WINGS program suggests
topics for you, or you can select from
their catalog. Also you could sit down
with a CFI and design your own pro-
gram to fit your exact needs.

Everyone must begin with the
Phases in the Basic level. It doesn’t
matter if you are a 30,000 hour ATP, a
500 hour Private Pilot, or a 50 hour
Student Pilot. You must complete all
the work in the Basic Level to move
on to the Advanced and the Master
Levels.

I think this is a great idea. When
is the last time you, the airline pilot or
you, the high time Private Pilot went
out and practiced slow flight — I mean
on purpose?! These skills are the im-
portant fundamentals, and the foun-
dation on which all flying is based.

I've saved the best part for last.
Once you complete a WINGS Phase,
this fulfills your requirement for a
Part 61.56 Flight Review!

Starting is easy; just go to faasa-
fety.gov and register. From there, the
sky is the limit!
