By establishing this contact, you 

become a source on aviation matters 

or are in a position to refer the re-

porter to a more knowledgeable 

source. It is important to remember 

that the degree of coverage received 

depends largely on how well pre-

pared you are to assist the reporter in 

gathering newsworthy and accurate 

facts. Remember; know the facts and 

stick to them - avoid 

speculation at all costs! 

Most of the aviation 

news in Northwest Her-

ald is about Lake in the 

Hills airport. But that 

could change. To under-

stand how quickly things 

can change, one only has 

to remember a few years 

ago about the off field 

landing at the grade 

school near our airport.  

The resultant letters from 

that event questioned 

our traffic pattern being 

over the school. To prevent these 

types of responses we need to inform 

the public.  

I suggest that when it is appropri-

ate, we should write letters to the edi-

tor about good things that happen at 

our airport. Other letters correcting 

misunderstandings are great too. We 

should also invite the reporters to our 

airport to fly and see what we do.  

Remember we are all advocates of 

aviation and Galt Airport.
